1. Minutes of the AAS AGM 2013, Linnæus University, Växjö, and AAS Interim Meeting, January 2014, De Montfort University were approved.

2. Chair’s Announcements

Jeremy Strong announced that Dr Kamilla Elliott had been co-opted as an honorary trustee on the Association’s Board of Trustees.
3. Essay Prize 2014 and 2015
It was announced that Anna Blackwell was the winner of the essay prize for 2014 and the editors confirmed that the prize would continue in 2015.
4. Budget, spending plans and Treasurer’s Report 2014
As of the end of August 2014, there was £4112.43 in the budget. The major expenditure this year was the website which moved to a new server and was redesigned. 
5. Membership

The chairs reminded delegates that subscription to the Association was a condition of registration for the conference. Membership figures fluctuate according to conference attendance but it was estimated that there were circa 400 names on the mailing list. The chairs have asked for an updated mailing list to be prepared by the Secretary/Membership Secretary, taking into account new delegates to the 2014 conference.
6. Website

Imelda Whelehan asked for a volunteer to manage the website in 2014-15. It was agreed that it was desirable to have a website manager who was involved with the Association to regularly update the site and to initiate new areas and images which would be appropriate for the Association. 
Action Taken post item: Kyle Meikle was chosen to take on this role. 
7. 2015 conference, London
Jeremy Strong confirmed that the 2015 conference is to take place in Senate House, London, 24-25 September 2015. Members were asked to forward names of possible speakers to the Chairs.
8. Expressions of interest for 2016 conference

Jeremy Strong asked for members to contact him if they wish to host the 2016 conference. 

9. Travel Scholarships

This year’s travel scholarships went to Claudiu Turcus, Babel-Bolyai University and Kyle Meikle, University of Delaware. It was agreed that the Association should continue to offer travel scholarships.

10. Associated conferences and other activities

It was felt that the Association should have better links with the Literature/Film Association and that it should ensure it is represented at all relevant conferences. Currently, it is represented at SALMA and is involved in ‘Biopic Adaptations’ (De Montfort University, 24/02/15) and ‘Richard III and His Afterlives’ (De Montfort University, 25/03/15). Delegates agreed to ensure that the Association is represented at major academic conferences in Europe and the US.  The Secretary will email the delegate list for news of any events to be posted on the website.
11. Broadening AAS activities

In addition to increased representation at major academic conferences, pedagogical resources were to be offered via the website. Imelda Whelehan agreed to co-ordinate these.

· Plan a conference for 2015 that attracts over 150 delegates and that has a programme that includes practitioners and academics.
