1. Delegates were welcomed and invited to participate in the Association.  The date on the agenda was corrected from 20/09/07.

2. Minutes of the AGM Meeting (12/09/06, Leicester) were agreed as accurate.

3. Report on Progress 2006-7.  The journal, Adaptation is now in place with Oxford University Press who will be contributing towards the Association.  Issue 1 will be published in Spring 2008 and the deadline for submissions for the first issue is 1st November, 2007.  Plans are afoot to get an administrator for both the journal and the website.  The first report to the Leverhulme Trust on the year’s progress was received positively and enthusiastically.

4. Targets for 2007/08

· A constitution to be drafted by the beginning of 2008 after obtaining legal advice.

· De Montfort University has agreed to back the project and host the Association once it has achieved charitable status.  Barton Palmer volunteered to look into the possibility of obtaining American charitable status. Deborah Cartmell and Barton Palmer agreed to liaise, comparing US/UK systems and consider the possibility of applying for both.

· It was agreed that suggestions for panel sponsorships at other conferences should be made to DC.

·  Carl Grindley agreed to look at the possibility of starting a newsletter and to set up a ‘My Space’ page for the Association.  CG will liaise with Imelda Whelehan about relevant material.  The newsletter will be posted on the website.

5.  2008 Conference and Beyond

It was confirmed that the next conference would be in Amsterdam (date to be agreed).  Possible keynotes were suggested: Linda Hutcheon, Andrew Davies, James Naremore, Robert Stam, and Tom Leitch.  Delegates were asked to think about panels and to let IW and DC know of any dates that would be inappropriate.

6. Proceedings of the Conference
· Panel chairs were asked to suggest papers for consideration in Adaptation.
· Delegates were invited to submit suggestions for special issues to IW, DC, and Timothy Corrigan.

· Delegates were invited to submit proposals for consideration for the Methuen series Adaptations to Ian Hunter.  The first list includes The Tempest (Lisa Hopkins), Romeo and Juliet (Courtney Lehmann) , Great Expectations (Brian McFarlane) and To Kill a Mockingbird (Barton Palmer).

7.  Any Other Business 

· Delegates were asked to contact IW if they wanted to be added to the Association mailing list.

· Membership fees were discussed.  It was felt that fees shouldn’t be imposed until 2008 and that the fee might include the journal at a reduced rate.  It was agreed that fees would ensure the maintenance of the membership list.
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
